Chandrayan-2 is the second lunar exploration mission developed by Indian Space Reaserch Organisation
(ISRO), after Chandrayan-1.
It consists of lunar orbiter, the Vikram lander, and gyan lunar rover, all of which were developed in India.
The mission was launched to the Moon from Second launch pad at Satish Dhawan Space Centre on 22nd July
2019 at 2:43 pm by Geosjinchrooas Satellite lauch Vehicle Mark I11.
Vikram & rover were scheduled to land on near side of Moon, in soth polar region at approx -50 am on 7th
September 2019 and conduct scientific experiments for one lunar day lasting two earch weeks.

A Letter From Abraham Lincoln To His Son's Teacher

My son starts school today. It is all going to be strange and
new to him for a while and I wish you would treat him gently.
It is an adventure that might take him across continents. All
adventures that probably include wars, tragedy and sorrow.
To live this life will require faith, love and courage.

So dear Teacher, will you please take him by his hand and
teach him things he will have to know, teaching him but
gently, if you can. Teach him that for every enemy, there is a
friend. He will have to know that all men are not just, that all
men are not true.
